Remington Rench Community Association, Inc. (the “Association™) is the association
referred in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrdctions for Remington Ranch filed
under Cletk’s File No. X927202 in the Official Public Records of Real Property of Harris County,

‘Tesas (the “Declaration™), Terms used in these Bylaws shall have the same meanings given to them

in the Declaration, unless otherwise specifically provided hevein. In the evenf of any conflict
between the terms and provisions of these Bylaws and the Declaration, the Declaration shall coptrol.

ARTICLE]
OFFICES

Secti ;1 One. Principal Office. The principal office of the Association in the State of Texas
shall be Iocated at 1505 Highway 6 South, Suite 110, in the City of Houston, Harris Cmmty, Texas

77077,

Section Two. Other Offices, The Association may have such other offices either within or
without Harris County Texas as the Board of Directors may determine or as the affairs of the

Asgociation may require from time to time.”
ARTICLE u

MEMBERS. MEETINGS AND VOTING RIGHTS

Section One. Mambers. Fach Owner of 2 Lot in Remington Ranch shall be a Member of
the Association and such membership shall terminate antomatically when such ownership ceases.
Upon the fransfer of ownership of a Lot, the new Owner thereof shall, concurrently with sach
transfer, become 4 Member of the Association. No Member shall have any right or interest i the
assels of the Asgociation, including, without limitation, any right to distribution of aseets in the
event of the liguidation, dissolution. or winding up of the Association, whether voluntary or
involuntary. There shall be two (2) classes of membership in the Association, as provided in the
Declaration. Class B membership shall cease and be converted to Class A membership as provided

in the Declaration,

Section Two. Member in Goed Standing. “Member in Good Standing” is defined in the
Declaration, A Member who is not in good standing is not entitled to vote at any meeting of the
Members of the Association. No formal action by the Board of Directors to suspend the voting
rights of a Member who Is not in good standing is required.

Section Three. Voting Rights. Each Member other than Declarants shall be entitled to one
(1} vote per Lot owned on each matter submitted to & vote of the Members. Declarants shall be
entiled to eight (8) votes per Lot owned on each matter submitted fo a vote of the Members, With
the exception of Declarants, no Owner shall be entitled to vote at any meeting of the Association
unii! such Owner has presented evidence of ownership of a Lot in the Subdivision to the Secretary
of the Association. In the event that ownership interests in a Lot are owned by more than one (1)
Member of the Association, such Members shall exercise their right to vote in such snanner as they
may ampng themselves determine, but in no event shall more than one (1) vote be cast for each Lot
(other thar Declarants). Such Members shall appoint one of them as the Member who shali be
entitled to exercise the vote of that Lot at any meeting of the Association. Such designation shall be
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made ir writing to the Board of Directors and shall be revoczhle af any fime by aptual written notice
to the Board. The Board shall be entitled 1o rely on any such designation until written notice
revoking such designation is received by the Board, In the event that a Lot is owned by more than
one (1) Member of the Association, and no single Member is designated to vote on behalf of the
Members having an ownexship inferest in such Lot, then the Member exercising the vote for the Lot
shall be deemed to be designated to vofe on behalf of the Members having an ownership interest in
the Lot. All Members of the Association may attend meetings of the Association and all Members
may exercise their vote at such meetings efther in person or proxy. Fractional votes and split votes
will not be permitted. The decision of the Board of Directors as to the number of votes which any
Meraber is entitled to cast, based upon the numnber of Lots owned by him, shall be final,

Section Four. Annval Meetines, Affer the election of the First Elected Board, as provided
in the Declaration and these Bylaws, an annual meeting of the Members shali be held at the
principal office of the Associafion or at such ofher place as may be designated in writing by the
Board in the month of May of each year on the day and at the hour specified in the notice, for the
purpose of electing Directors and for the fransaction of such other business as may corme before the

meeting.

Section Five. Special Meetings. Special mc;cﬁngs of the Members may be ca}.led at any
time by the President, a majority of the Board of Directors, or Members in Good Standing

representing not Iess than twenty percent (20%;) of the Lots in the Subdivision,

Section Six. Place of Mesfing, The Board of Directors may designate any place within
Harris County, Texas as the place of meeting for any annual meeting or for any special meeting

called by the Board of Directors. If no designation is made or if a special meefing be otherwise

called, the place of mieeting shall be the principal office of the Association; but if all of the Members
in (3ood Standing shall meet af any fime and place in Harris Connty, State of Texas, and consent fo
the holding of a meeting, such mesting shall be valid without call or notice, and at such meeting any

corporate action may be taken.

Section Seven. Notice of Meetings. Notice stating the place, day, sad howr of any mesting
of Members shall be delivered either personally, by mail, by facsimile or by enail to each Member
entitled to vote at such meeting, not less than ten (10) nor mors than sixty (60) days before the date
of such meeting, by or at the direction of the Prasident or the Secretary. Notice by mail may include
a printed notice in the Association’s newsletter so long as copies of the newsletter are mailed fo all
Members within the time period specified herein. The purpose or pirpases for which the meeting is
called shall be stated in the notice, Notice to a Member by facsimile or email must be sent to the
facsimile number or the email address provided to the Association in writing by that Member. If
mailed, the notice of 2 meeting shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the United States
mail addressed to the Member at his address as it appears on the records of the Association, with

* postage thereon prepaid. If faxed, the notice of 2 meeting shall be deemed fo be delivered as of the

date and time reflected in the written confinnation that the facsimile was successfully transmitted, If
emailed, the notice of meeting shall be deemed to be delivered as of the date and time shown on a
confirmation that the email was transiitied or, if the Assoclation’s email system does not provide
such a confirmation, the date and time shown on a confirmation that the gmail was opened. For the
pupose of determining Members entitled to notice of a meeting, the membership of the Association
shall be defermined at the close of business on the date that Is seven (7) days prior to the date the
notice of meeting is first given.
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Section Eight, Unanimous Consent.  Any action required by law 1o be taken at 2 meeting
of the Members, or any action that may be taken at a meeting of Members, may be faken without 2
meeting if 2 consent in writing, setting forth the action to be taken, shall be signed by all of the
Merbers in Good Standing.

Section Nine. Quorum. The Members in Good Standing (present in person or by proxy)
holding twenty percent (20%) of the total number of votes in the Association shall constitute 8
quorum at any meeting of Members. Once a quorum Is established, the meeting shall be validly
called and held and the quormn may not be defeated by the subsequent departtwe of & Member. Ifa
quorum is not present at any meeting of Members, 2 majority of the Members in Good Standing
present may adjourn and reconvene the meeting from thme to time without further natice, uniil a
quorum shall be present or represented. At such reconvened meetings, at which a quorum shall be
present or represented by proxy, any business may be fransacted as was sef ouf in the noﬂﬁcatzon of
the original mecting,

Section Ten: Proxdes. Al any meeting of Members, a Mexnber in Good Standing may vote
by progy executed in writing by the Member or by his duly anthorized atiomey-in-fact. Proxies
shail be filed with the Secretary of the Association at or before the appointed time of esch meeting
of the Association. All proxies shall be revocable unless expressly provided therein, and shall
antomatically terminate upon conveyance by the Owner of his Lot.

Section Bleven. Majority Vote. Except as otherwise provided by law, in the Declaration or
in these Bylaws, all action 10 be taken or suthorized by the Members shall be deemed validly taken
or authorized upon the approval of a majority of the vofes entitled to be cast by the Members in
Good Standing present, or represented by proxy, at a meeting at which a quorum is present.

Section Twelve. M@gﬁg@g At all meetings of the A,sseczanon, cuwmulative voting
shaii not be permitted.

Section Thirteen. Record Date.  The record date for determining the Membm*s entitled to
vote at 8 Members' meeting shall be the close of busmess on the day precedmg the date of the

" meeting,

ARTICLEIN

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section One. Number, Qualification and Nomination. The Board of Directors shall consist
of five (3) persons. Until the election of the First Elected Board, none of the Directors need be

Members of the Association, Thereafter, a Director must be 2 Member in Good Standing of the
Association or the representative of a corporation or other entity which is a2 Member in Good
Standing of the Association. With the exception of Declarants, not more than one (1) representative
of a corporation or other entity that is Member in Good Sianding may serve on the Board at any
given time, Nominations for election to the First Elected Board shali be made by the Appointed
Board, Nomingations may also be made from the floor at the First Meeting of the Members of the
Association. Thereafler, nominations for election to the Board of Directors shall be made by 2
nominating committee, if such a committee {s appointed by the Board, and from the fleor at the
annal meeting of the Members of the Association, '

Section Two. Appointment/Election. Declarants shall appoint, dismiss and reappoint ali of

the members of the Board of Directors wntil the First Meeting of the Members of the Association is
held in accordance with the provisions of the Declaration and this section and a Board of Directors
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is elected, Any Board of Directors appointed by Declarants (the “Appointed Board”) may engage
the Declarants or any entity, whether or not affilisted with Declarants, to perform the day fo day
finctions of the Association, The First Meeting of the Members of the Association shall be held
when called by the Appointed Board upon no less than ten (10) and no more than fifty (50) days
prior written. notice to the Members. Such written notice may be given at any time but must be
given not later than thirty (30) days after all of the Lots subject to the Declaration have been sold by
Declarants as evidenced by a recorded deed for each Lot. The “First Elected Board” shall be
elected at the First Meeting of the Members of the Association. Two (2) Directors shall be elected
for a term of three (3) years sach; two {2) Directors shall be elected for a term of (2) years each, and
ome (1) Director shall be elected for a term of one (1) year, Thereafler, at the annual meeting of the

' Members, the Members shall elect the mumber of Directors necessary to fill the positions of the

Directors whose terrus have expired at the time of the anmaal meeting, each 1o serve a term of three
(3) years. Members may cast, in respect to each vacancy, as many votes as they are enfitled 1o
exercise under the provisions of these ByLaws. The nominces receiving the highest pumber of
voies shall be elected. All votes shall be cast by written ballot unless there is only one (1) candidate
fora pazncuiar position, in which event the candidate mgy be elected by acclamation,

ection Thyee. Removal and Vacancies. Except for a member of an Appointed Board who
may be ma%zi at the discretion of the Declavants, any Director may be removed from the Board,

with or without cause, by the affirmative vote of Members in Good Standing ropresenting two-
thirds (2/3) of the votes in the Association entitled to be cast at 2 special meefing called for such
purposs or at an annual meeting, In such event, a successor for such removed Director shall be
elécted by a majority vote of the Members in Good Standing present in person or by proxy at such
meeting. If & Director {other than 4 Member of the Appointed Board) ceases to be a Member in
Good Standing, his position on the Board shall cease upon the expiration of thirty (30) days from
the date of written notice thereof by the Association, unless within such thu'ty (30} day period the
Director shall be reinstated as a Member in Good Standing. Vacancies in the Board of Directors
«caused by reasons other than removal shall be filled by the rernaining Directors. A Director elected
or appomted to fill a vacancy created on the Board shall serve for the unexpired term of his
predecessor. Any directorship o be filled by reason of 2n increase in the mumber of Directors shall
be filled by election at an annual meeting of Membexs or at a special meeting called for such
purpose. The Directors elected fo fill such newly created positions shall serve for the term that
wonld bring about the distribution of Directors as described in Section Two of this Article IIL.

Section Four. Meetings. A regular or special meeting of the Board of Directors may be
called by or at the request of the President or any two (2) Directors. The person or persons
authorized to call meetings of the Board may fix any place, within I-Iams County, Texas, as the
place for holding any meeting of the Boaxd.

© Section Five. Notice. Notice of any special meeting of the Board of Dhvectors sball be
given af least three (3) and not more than thirty (30) days prior to the date of the meeting by writfens
notice delivered personally or seat by mail, telegram, facsimile or email to each Director at his
address as shown by the tecords of the Association If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be
delivered when deposited in the United States mail in a sealed envelope so addressed, with postage
thereon prepaid at the address of the Director sccording to the records of the Agsociation. If notice is
given by telegram, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when the telegram is delivered to the
telegraph company, Notice by facsimile or email must be sent to the facsimile number or the email
address provided to the Association in writing by that Divector. If nofice is given by a facsimile,
such notice shall be desmed to be delivered as of the date and time reflecied in the written
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confirmation that the facsimile was successfully transmitted. If emailed, the notice of meeting shall
be deemed fo be delivered as of the date and time shown on a confimnation that that email was

fransmitted or, if the Association’s email system does not provide such a confirmation, the date and

time shown on a confirmation that the email was opened. Any Director may waive nofice of any
meeting before or after the meeting by signed, written waiver. The attendance of a Director at any

- meeting shall constifute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a Direcior attends a

meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business because the meefing
is not lawfully called or convened. The business to be tiansacted at the meeting must be specified in
the notice or waiver of notice of any special mesting,

Section Six. Quorum; Mamer of Acting. A majority of the Board of Directors shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the Board. The acts approved
by a majority of those present at a duly called meeting at which 2 quortm was present shall
constitute the acts of the Board, unless the act of a greater munber is required by law or by these
ByLaws. The Direciors may vote at any meeting of Directors by prway executed in mﬂng

Section Seven Compensation. Directors shall not receive any campensamon for their
services, but shall be reimbursed for reasonable expenses incurred while serving in such capacity.

Section Eight. Indemnification. The Association shall indemnify a Director who was, is or
is threatened to be named as a defendant or respondent in a proceeding fo the extent indemnification
is consistent with Section 2.22A of the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act, as such section now exist
or may hereafter be amended.

Section Nine. Unanimous Consent by Directors. The Directors shall have the right fo take
any action without a meeting which they could take at a mesting by obtaining the written approval

- of all of the Directors. Any actions so approved shall have the same effect as though taken at a

meeting of the Directors.

Section Ten. Powers and Duties. All of the powers, authority and duties of the Association’

existing wnder the Texas Non-Frofit Corporation Act, the Texas Property Code, the Daclaration and
these ByLaws shall be exercised exclusivaly by the Board, its agents, contrastors or employees,

subject only to approval by Members when such is specifically reqmrcd by law, the Declaration or
these ByLaws,

, Section Eleven. Order of Business, At mccﬁng’s of the Board of Directors, business shall
be fransacted in such order as from time to time the Board may determine. At each meeting of the
Board of Dixectors, a Chalrman shall be chosen by the Board from ameng the Directors present to
preside over the meeting. The Secxetary of the Association shall act as Seeretary of the meetings of
the Board of Directors, but in the absence of the Secretary, the presiding officer may appoint any
person to act as Secretary of the meefing.

Section Twelve. Presumption of Assent. A Director of the Association who is present ata
meeting of the Board of Directors at which action on any matter is taken shall be presumed to have
assented to the action unless his dissent shall be entered in the minutes of the meeting or unless he
shall file his written dissent to such action with the person acting as Secretary of the meeting before
the adjournment thereof or shall forward such dissent by regisiered mail to the Secretary of the

Association immediately after the adjournment of the meeting. Such right to dissent shall not apply

to a Director who voted in favor of such action.
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ARTICLETY

OFFICERS

Section One. Officers.  The officers of the Association shall be a President, one or more
Vice-Presidents (the number thereof to be determined by the Board of Directors), a Secretary, 4
Treasurer, and such other officers as may be elected in accordance with the provisions of this
Arficle. The Board of Dirsctors may elect or appoint such other officers, including one or more
Assistant Secretaries, and one or more Assistant Treasurers, 23 it shall deem desirable, such officers
to have the authority and perform the duties prescribed, from time to time, by the Board of
Directors. The functions of the Treasimer, Secrefary and Assistant Treasurers and Assistant
Secretaries, if any, may be delegated tc any authorized agept or agents e)f the Association by the

vote of the Board of Prircctors.

Section Two. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the Association shall be elected
annually by the Board of Directors immediately following, or as soon as is practical affer, the
adjourpment of the annual meeting of the Members of the Assaciation. New offices may be created
end filled at any meeting of the Boaxd of Directors, Each officer shall hold the office il his
successor shall have been duly elected and shall have been qualified,

Section Three. Removal. Any officer elected or appointed by the Board of Directors may
be removed by the Board of Directors whenever in its fudgment the best interests of the Association
would be served thereby, but such removal shall be w;thcut prejudice to the contract rights, if any,

of the officers so removed.

Section Four. Vacancies. A vacancy in sy office, because of death, resignation, removal,
disqualification, or otherwise, may be filled by the Board of Directors for the unexpired portion of
theterm,

Section Five. President.  The President shall be the principal executive officer of the:
Association and shall, in general, supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the
Association. He shall preside at all meetings of the Members. He may sign, with the Secretary or
any other proper officer of the Association authorized by the Board of Directors, any deeds,
morigages, bonds, contracts, or other instruments that the Board of Directors has authorized to be
executed, except in cases where the signing afd execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by
the Board of Directors or by these ByLaws or by statute fo some other officer or agent of the.
Association; and, in general, he shall perform all duties incident fo the office of Premdent and such
other duties as miy be preséribed by the Board of Directors from time to time.

Section Six. Vice-President. In the absence of the President or in the event of his inability
or refusal to act, the Vice-President(s) shall perform the duties of the President, and when so acting,
shall have all the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions on the President. Any
Vice-President shall perform such ofher duties as from time o time may be assigned to him by the
President or by the Board of Directors. If more than one Vice-President iz clected, the Board of
Directors shall designate who is First Vice-President, who is the Second Vice-President, ¢ic. The
authority to act for the President shall vest to the Vice-Presidents in the order of their numerical
designation by the Board of Directors, or, if none, by the chronological order of their election as

Vice-Presidents.

Section Seven. Tfﬁasurer. If required by the Board of Ditectors, the Treasurer shall give s
bond for the faithful discharge of his duties in such sum and with such swrety or sureties as the
Board of Directors shall determine. He shall have charge and custody of and be responsible for all
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funds apd securities of the Association; receive and give receipts for monies due and payable o the
Association from any soumce whatsoever, and deposit all such monies m the name of the
Association in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as shall be selected by the Board
of Directors; and, in general, perform all the duties from time to time as may be assigned to him by
the President or by the Board of Directors.

Section Eight Secretary. The Secretary shail keep the minutes of the meetings of the
Members and of the Board of Directors in one or more books provided for that purpose; see that all
notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these ByLaws or as required by law; be
custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the Association and see that the seal of the
Association is affixed to all documents, the execution of which on behalf of the Association wnder
its seal is duly authorized in accordance with the provision of these ByLaws; keep a register of the
address of each Member; and in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and
such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or by the Board of

Directors. N _
Section Nine. Assistant Treasurers and Assistant Secretaries. If required by the Board of
Directors, the Asgistant Treasurers shall give bonds for the faithful discharge of their dufies insuch
sums and with such sureties as the Board of Directors shall determine. The Assistant Treasurers and
Assistant Secretaries, in general, shall perform such duties ss shall be assigned to them by the
Treasurer or the Secxetary or by the President or by the Board of Directors.

- Section Ten. Compepsation.  Officers of the Association shall not receive any
compensation for their services but shall be refmbursed for reasonable expenses incurred while
serving in such capacities. This provision shall not preclude the Board from employing a Director
“or officer as an employee of the Association mor preclude the Boaxd from contracting with 2
Director or officer for the management of the subdivision.

ARTICLEY

‘ COMMITTEES .

In-addition to the committees provided for in the Declaration and these ByLaws, the Board
of Directors may desiguate one or more commiitees, each of which shall consist of two (23 or more
Members in Good Standing, which committees, to the extent provided in said resolution, shall have
and exercise the authority delegated to it by the Board of Diractors of the Association; but the
designation of such commitiee and the delegation thereto of aythority shall not operate to relieve the
Board of Directors or any individual Dixector, of any responsibility imposed on it or him by law.

ARTICLE VY

CONTRACTS. CHECKS, DEPOSITS AND FUNDS

Section One. Contracts.  The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or officers,
agent or agents of the Association, in addition to the officers 5o authorized by these ByLaws, 1o
enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name and on behalf of the
Association, and such anthority may be general or confined to specific instanices.

Section Two. Checks, Drafts, or Ordess for Payment, Al checks, drafts, or orders for the

payment of money, notes, or other evidences of indebiedness issued in the name of the Association
shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents of the Association and in such manner as
shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Board of Directors. In the absence of

BREP BTy
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such determination by the Board of Directors, such instruments shall be signed by the Treaswrer or
any Assistant Treasurer and conntersigned by the President or & Vice-President of the Association.

Section Three. Deposits. All funds of the Association shall be deposited from time to time
1o the credit of the Association in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as the Board of
Directors may elect.

Section Four. Gifts. The Board of Directors may accept on behalf of the Association any
contribution, gift, bequest, or devise for the general purposes, or for any special purpose, of the
Association.

ARTICLE VI

MISCELLANEQUS
ection Ope. Books and Records, The Association shall keep correet and complete books
angd mmrds of acconnt and shall also keep minutes of the proceedings of its Menbers, Board of |
Directors, and committees having any of the authority of the Board of Directors, and shall keep at
the registered or principal office & record of the names and addresses of the Members of the
Association. All books and records of the Association may be inspected by and at the expense of
any Member, or his agent or atforney, at a reasonable iime upon the submission of s written request
stating a proper poxpose of the request, Only the beoks and records relevant to the stated purpose of
the request need be made available for inspection.
__Section Two. Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on the first day of
Janmary and end on the last day of December each year,
Segtion Thres, Waiver of Notice. Whenever any notice is required to be given under the
provisions of the Articles of Incorporation or the ByLaws of the Association, 2 waiver theréof in
writing signed by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time

stafed therein, shall be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.

ARTICLE VIl

AMENDMENTS

Section One. Power of Directors to Amend Bylaws. Prior to the election of the First
Elected Board, the ByLaws of this Association may be amended, repealed or added 1o, or new
ByLaws may be adopted, by the vote or written consent of a mgjority of the members of the Board

of Directors.

Section Two. Power of Members to Amend ByLaws. After the election of the First Electad
Bourd, the ByLaws of this Association may be amended, repealed or-added to, or new ByLaws may

be adopted, by the vote or written consent of 2 majority of the Members in Good Standing present

in person or by proxy at  meeting duly called for that purpose at which a quorum is present,
